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Capitol Report ð August 2010

news.  Governor Pat Quinn agreed to a request from Chief Justice Thomas Fitz-
gerald to transfer an additional $20 million to the Supreme Court to support 
probation.  Two years in a row, in very difficult budgetary times, the Governor 

has personally stepped up and shown his leadership.  Chief Justice Fitzgerald again wore out a path to the

It is clearly time for the fitting of a pair of white hats for our two saviors in these trying budgetary times.   
With a $6 billion deficit, and at least another $6 billion in unpaid bills, as every county can attest, the Gov-
ernor only had $200 million in discretionary funds.  We got 10 percent of that limited amount.  Pass the

We still have tough times ahead of us.  Every county depends on funds from the State and payments are 
still more than six months late.  We are still suffering from the gimmick-plagued budgets of Rod Blago-
jevich and a General Assembly that wants to heap more costs on counties via expensive criminal justice

The other good news we received is that the Governor signed Senate Bill 3540.  It contains IPCSA-
requested changes to the probation fee statute, making it easier to raise the maximum from $25 to $50 
per month, limiting discretion to not assess probation fees, clarifying that all transfer cases are subject to 
fees, that fees may be paid in a lump sum, and that Probation Departments can re-evaluate fees assessed

which contained an IPCSA request to strengthen protection for probation officers by making an assault of 
a probation officer aggravated assault and a Class 4 Felony. 
 
This past session, we also defeated several proposed measures that would have hampered probation.  The 
Juvenile Justice Institute circulated a proposed amendment to House Bill 5914 that would have required 
violators of Juvenile Parole sanctions to be held in detention centers until they could have a hearing be-
fore a judge instead of being sent back to the Department of Juvenile Justice for a hearing.  Upon hearing 
that I would personally tell every legislator that this would place juveniles with charges including murder 
and rape in the general population of a detention center, the measure was withdrawn and not introduced.  
Another bill was introduced that would create a Probation agency separate from the Supreme Court but 
was held by the sponsor at my request.  Several county officials asked to have it introduced out of frustra-

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tion with the whole probation funding reimbursement situation.  When I explained to the sponsor that actu-
ally, the Supreme Court was our biggest supporter, it was promptly held.

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For years, we here in probation have 
been battling legal as well as syn-
thetic drugs.  The valid prescription 
for hydrocodone and 
other pain killers, Dex-
tromethoraphan 
(DXM), a legal additive 
to many over the 
counter sinus and cold 
medications, and all 
those other drugs 
which are manufactured for the sole 
purpose of getting somebody high 
without being on the controlled sub-
ǎǘŀƴŎŜ ƭƛǎǘΦ  ²Ŝ ŎŀƴΩǘ ŦƻǊƎŜǘ ǘƘƛƴƎǎ 
such as Salvia, morning glory seeds, 
nutmeg, and the litany of common 
household items which are purported 
to get you high.  Who comes up with 
these ideas?  Smoking nutmeg is not 
my cup of tea. 
 
We can add Marinol® (Dronabinol) 
and K2 to the mixture.  These two 
items have recently popped onto the 
scene.  Marinol® is a relatively new 
prescription drug which has been 
given Food and Drug Administration 

(FDA) approval and has been ap-
proved for sale in Illinois.  K2 is a syn-
thetic drug which mimics cannabis.

Marinol® is a pharma-
ceutical product whose 
active ingredient is syn-
thetic THC 
(tetrahydrocannabinol).  

Who knew medical marijuana is al-
ready here in the form of this pill.  
MARINOL® is a synthetic version of a 
naturally occurring compound known 
as Delta-9-THC.  Delta-9-THC stimu-
lates appetite and reduces nausea 
and vomiting by binding to special 
receptors found in the nervous sys-
tem.  Unlike smoked marijuana, 
which contains over 400 different 
chemicals including most of the haz-
ardous ones, Marinol® has been 
tested and approved by the FDA.  The 
harmful chemicals are removed and 
this drug has been referred to as 
pure THC.   It currently is in a pill 
form but is being studied for suitabil-

ity as an inhaler or patch.  There are 
no FDA approved medications that 
are smoked. 
 
Marinol® is a unique prescription 
medicine that relieves multiple symp-
toms.  The United States Food and 
Drug Administration approved Mari-
nol® to treat nausea and vomiting 
associated with cancer chemother-
apy in patients who have failed to 
respond adequately to conventional 
treatments.  The FDA also approved 
Marinol® to treat appetite loss asso-
ciated with weight loss in people with 
AIDS.  Health care professionals may 
prescribe MARINOL® to help stimu-
late an HIV/AIDS ǇŀǘƛŜƴǘΩǎ ŀǇǇŜǘƛǘŜ ǎƻ 
he or she will want to eat again. 
 
So what does this mean to us?  I cur-
rently have a probationer who is pre-
scribed this drug.  What angers me 
the most is he had to go to Chicago 
to get a doctor to prescribe it and he 
is prescribed it for back pain?  I am 
not a doctor and I can not tell a doc-

well with me after investigating it.  
He has the prescription and there is 
nothing I can do about it.  Every test I 
do on him is positive for cannabis and 
he just smiles.  At the IPCSA confer-
ence this past April I found out Kane 
County has a probationer prescribed 
Marinol® as well. 
 
As word of this drug gets out we may 
have more clients seeking out this 
drug for prescription.  We have all 
heard of the problems in the states 
which have legalized marijuana for 
medical purposes and the doctors 
who will prescribe it for hang nails 
and other minor ailments.  I do not 
think it will reach that level but it is 
out there and it will be abused. 
 
K2 ǿŀǎ ŘŜǾŜƭƻǇŜŘ ƛƴ ǘƘŜ ƳƛŘ флΩǎ ōȅ 
John W. Huffman of Clemson Univer-
sity, who studies cannabinoid recep-
tors.  It is a leafy green herbal blend 
which produces a high similar to 
marijuana.  Unfortunately, this is usu-
ally sprayed with a potent psychotro-
pic drug and likely contaminated with 
toxic substances which are causing 
many adverse effects.  K2 has an af-
finity for the cannabinoid brain re-
ceptor that is 10 times greater than 
THC.  This means you can smoke less 
K2 and get just as high. 
 
It first took hold in Europe and was 
soon picked up and produced here 
around the St. Louis area.  It has 
spread rapidly throughout Missouri 
and Illinois and is now expanding na-
tion wide.  It is sold in health stores 
and head shops throughout the Mid-
west.  For now it is legal, however, 
Missouri has introduced legislation to 
make it illegal.

sells for around $30.00 per pack.  A 
pack is 3 grams.  Other manufactures 
are coming out with similar products 
called Spice. Blayze II and Red Bird, 
but K2 is the overwhelming choice. 
 
Nobody is sure of the long term ef-
fects of K2 but people are experienc-
ing adverse reactions to this blend.  
Leonard Narger, a professor at the St. 
Louis College of Pharmacy, said po-
tential dangers of smoking K2 are not 
ŎƭŜŀǊ ōŜŎŀǳǎŜ ƛǘ ƘŀǎƴΩǘ ōŜŜƴ ƻǳǘ 
there long enough for there to be any 
documented studies on it. 
 
The compound works on the brain 
the same as marijuana.  It binds to 
the receptors which affect the central 
nervous system.  However, due to all 
the substances added it also binds to 
the receptors which involve the im-
mune system.  Hospital reports of 
people showing up in emergency 
rooms do not reflect the usual symp-
toms of marijuana; sleepiness, re-
laxation, reduced blood pressure, 
hallucinations and delusions.  They 
are showing up with hallucinations, 
agitation, elevated blood pressure, 
and elevated heart rates.  It is the 
additives which are attributable to 
these undesirable symptoms.  Other 
effects are pale skin and vomiting 
which in addition to the high heart 
rate suggests it is affecting the car-
diovascular system as well. 
 
This is not a passing fad or insignifi-
cant item.  Retailers in the St. Louis 
ŀƴŘ ǎǳǊǊƻǳƴŘƛƴƎ ŀǊŜŀ ǎŀȅ ǘƘŜȅ ŎŀƴΩǘ 
keep it on the shelf.  Stores who do 
not carry it are saying 10-15 custom-
ers ask for it every day.  Campus 
stores here in Champaign, IL are sell-

ing it as well.  I have a university stu-
dent on probation who has admitted 
he is smoking it.  He is willing to talk 
to me about it and I hope to do this 
in the near future.  Nobody on my 
caseload who has tested positive for 
THC has come forward with this as 
their excuse so I am assuming it does 
not show up on our drug screens.  I 
do believe there are people on pro-
bation here and in your county who 
are switching to K2 because they are 
being randomly tested.  My client 
stated he switch to K2 the day he was 
sentenced to probation. 
 
Stay alert and informed and let me 
know if you have further information.  
I am always interested in what our 
clients are doing out there.
