PRESIDENTõS MESSAGE 

 The latest legislative session has been championed by some 

as a success.  It was definitely a success from the standpoint that 

Chief Justice Thomas Kilbride proposed and advocated for an  

increase in the appropriation for probation salaries ($81 million, up 

from the $55 million we previously received).  Our lobbyist, John 

McCabe, reported in the Capitol Report, that newly appointed  

Supreme Court Justice, Mary Jane Theis, also championed our 

cause with Senate President John Cullerton.  In fact, the Senate did 

adopt the $81 million in their budget proposal.  For these efforts, 

and others, the Executive Board, and the members of the Associa-

tion are very grateful and appreciative. 

 However, due to the confluence of many other factors, we 

were not successful in receiving additional monies in the appropria-

tion for Probation.  We did achieve a moral victory of sorts, in that 

unlike a lot of other entities we did not endure further cuts.  We did 

end up receiving $55 million, which is $20 million more than the 

legislature appropriated for us the last two years, but about the same 

when you add the additional money that the Governor contributed 

with his discretionary funds. But, like with most other moral  

victories, there is a lingering bitter reality.  That being we are still 

woefully under funded and probation is still in a crisis mode state-

wide.  Departments are still losing officers, either through layoffs or 

attrition and our ability to supervise the defendants that have been 

placed under our authority remains seriously compromised.  Our 

ability to protect the communities in which we serve and to protect 

public safety continues to erode. 

 That said, we should be proud of the efforts of everyone 

who took the time to contact legislators, Judges, other public  

officials, and the media, in an effort to garner more money for our 

profession.  Without those efforts there would be no victories, 

moral or otherwise.   

But, the fact remains, our work is not done.  You will be 

called on again.  And, I know you will respond.  The Executive 

Board and our Lobbyist  will continue to do what we can to support 

the efforts for more funding.  I hope everyone will continue to  

support your Associationôs efforts, as we are the only organization 

fully dedicated to fighting for your cause as a Probation Officer, 

Supervisor, Pre-Trial Officer, Detention Officer, CMO, or Director.  

I know in these difficult economic times it is easy to adopt a bunker 

mentality, but I hope you will see that by getting involved and  

supporting your Association, it will make it much easier to achieve 

the real successes we are all after. 

We had a wonderfully successful Spring Conference in  

St. Clair County.  Thanks again to Director Michael Buettner and 

his great staff for hosting.  The members of the Program Committee 

and the Committee Chairs do such a great job of making the  

conferences a success and making the business of the Association 

run smoothly.

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         CAPITOL REPORT:  JUNE, 2011

 This certainly has been a historic Spring Session with very good results  

for the probation community.  For the first time in more than 20 years, budget  

decisions were delegated to individual legislators instead of handled almost  

exclusively by the legislative leaders.  Additionally, decisions for spending and 

reductions in spending, which had been delegated to the Governor recently,  

were taken back by the General Assembly members.  For better or worse, this 

was truly a legislative, not executive budget. 

 

 On behalf of the Executive Board, the Legislative Committee, and myself, 

I want to thank all the members of IPCSA and the criminal justice community 

that reached out to their legislators and their local elected officials to rally  

support for our cause in the State budget fight this year.  Our success, and our 

continued success, depends on your advocacy.   

 

 And once again, the Supreme Court has been our biggest champion in  

advocating for increased State reimbursements for probation salaries.  Chief  

Justice Thomas Kilbride more than surpassed our hopes by requesting an  

increase while strict spending caps were established since the income tax  

increase passed in January.  Even newly-appointed Justice Mary Jane Theis  

assisted by helping convince Senate President John Cullerton to fully support  

the Courtôs request.   

 

 Ultimately, because of the strict spending caps which were rigorously                  

followed by the House of Representatives, we were held to the spending level  

of last year.  Fortunately, we were able to successfully advocate to the House 

members and their staff that the additional funds we received from Governor 

Quinn in each of the past two years.  So while many groups received reductions 

from their last yearôs spending levels, we were quite fortunate to receive the  

same level as last year.  All of the hard work of our membership in reaching  

out to legislators really paid off.  It was especially heartening to have local  

union representatives contacting the Legislative Committee to see how they 

could help.

(Capitol Report Continued) 

 

 We have had an interesting legislative session with regard to probation fees.  

Early in the session, House Bill 1532 was filed, which would have transferred all 

fees in excess of $250,000 to the County General Fund for use by the County 

Board, not the probation department.  This bill also similarly targeted the Court 

Automation Fund under the control of the Circuit Court Clerk.   We had a great  

response from our members and Dave VanLandagen was especially helpful in  

directing local opposition to this legislation and the sponsor quickly shelved the 

bill. 

 We also supported two initiatives, Senate Bill 1631, which contains a techni-

cal correction to our fee statute, and we added a $10 fee on all criminal cases to be  

deposited into the probation and court services fund.  House Bill 3417 retains 

money used for electronic monitoring in the probation and court services fund and 

also permits a county to retain probation fees already collected when an offender 

transfers to another county. 

 

 This session also saw the adoption of new legislative boundaries following 

the Federal Census for use in the next primary and general election in 2012.  While 

the maps will certainly be the subject of lawsuits filed over the summer, they are 

first maps adopted by the General Assembly and signed by the Governor without 

having to go to the tie-breaking procedure used in the last three re-apportionments.   

 

 There has been a considerable turnover in the General Assembly in the last 

four years, and there will certainly be more in the next two.  It remains vitally  

important to IPCSA that you reach out to your incumbent legislators when they 

need help at election time, because they have been very helpful to us when we  

need them during State budget time.

Tracy Burke Carriere recognized all committee chairs and thanked CMOôs for allowing staff to participate in the Association. 

 

Awards Committee:  Presented by Tom Gregory of Vermillion County.  He encouraged everyone to submit nominations for the upcoming fall 

conference.  He reminded the association that this is a good opportunity to recognize their peers for outstanding service.  Nomination notifications 

for the upcoming conference will be posted in June. 

                                  

Detention Committee:  Presented by Sue Korpai of Lake County.  A recent parole report suggests ground breaking changes in Illinois regarding 

Due Process issues for juvenile parolees.  AOIC wants uniform screening processes throughout the state.  Detention numbers are low because only 

the high risk kids are being kept.  Some facilities are at risk of losing staff and/or closing.  Next meeting is scheduled for sometime this summer or 

at fall conference 

 

Domestic Violence Committee:  Chris English of St. Clair County advised that the group met at the conference to discuss the recent survey that 

was conducted.  They are working on training topics and also planning on setting up a google group. 

 

Gender Response Committee:  Presented by Rod Verdine of LaSalle County.  They met at this conference and discussed updating the Gender 

Responsive manual; updating the brochure and also wanting to do more with IPCSA and fundraising.  They are currently a committee of 3.  They 

will meet again in August in Bloomington, IL. 

 

Inter/Intrastate Committee:  President Beery indicated that the issue at hand currently is the transferring of probation fees. 

 

Legislative Committee:  Presented by Kim Becker.  Expressed gratitude to Chief Justice Thomas Kilbride, who submitted a budget request to the 

Governor and General Assembly that seeks to increase the State reimbursement to counties for probation salaries.  The committee and John 

McCabe enlist the membership to reach out to State legislators to protect the State funding stream and preserve the majority of Justice Kilbrideôs 

budget request.  Another challenge facing IPCSA is that the General Assembly is opening its own budget process to the rank-and-file legislators.  

After two-years of devastating cuts, our outreach program is vital.  This committee has made great efforts to inform all ICPSA Committees of legis-

lation that affect their respective areas of jurisdiction. 

 

Membership Committee:  Melissa Smith of Tazewell County thanked all the individual pay and county pay members.  The primary focus for the 

group right now is increasing membership.  They will continue to work closely with SCRAM.  This yearôs recipient of the SCRAM Scholarship 

was awarded to Tanya Anderson of Kane County.  Additionally, this conference had 3 interns in attendance.

Nominations/Elections Committee:  Presented by Ken Burn of Whiteside County.  There are four positions up for election this fall.  He reminded 

the membership that the eligibility requirements included:  two years of active participation with a committee or involvement on a special project 

and written support from their CMO.  He then accepted nominations from the floor for Treasurer.  Christine Actipes nominated Melissa Smith from 

Tazewell County; second by Tracy Burke-Carrier.  Nominations were then accepted for Secretary.  Tim Ulrich of Lake County nominated Nicole 

Tennison; second by Christine Actipes.  Ken Burn then explained the position of Region 1 Representative which covers circuits 12, 13, 15, 16, 17, 

18, 19, 22 and Cook County.

Substance Abuse Committee:  Andy Ceresa advised that they will continue to sponsor workshops at upcoming trainings; they have something in 

the works for the fall conference. They re organizing an auction for the fall conference as well.  Next meeting is at Starved Rock on June 17, 2011. 

 

Technology Committee:  Present by Tracy Burke-Carriere for Rob Zastany.  The committee is working hard to keep the IPCSA website updated.  

Membership was asked for suggestions on how electronic media can be used to better serve the Association. 

 

Victims Concern Committee:  Dan Smith of DuPage county indicated that their committee is looking at restitution and trying to identify ways to 

improve the collection of funds.  Their goal is to continue looking at ñwhatôs working and whatôs not working.ò  They anticipate sponsoring a 

workshop soon. 

 

With all the pre-estimates 

and calculations, it appears this conference was very financially successful.
