I wish I had a picture without a smile, because I donôt 

have much to smile about from this legislative session.  Our 

budget situation is terrible to say the least.  While the State 

already owes county probation departments $30 million from 

under funding, the proposed budget for State Fiscal Year 2010 

cuts the Supreme Courtôs $69 million request in half.  In-

cluded in this newsletter is a memorandum sent to the IPCSA 

Board explaining the budget this year.  As of this report, the 

legislative leaders have been meeting, but nothing has been 

resolved concerning additional revenue (new taxes) or cuts.   

 

We did start off the 2009 Legislative Session with the 

historic impeachment of former Governor Blagojevich.   With 

Chief Justice Thomas Fitzgerald presiding over the Senate 

trial, the Judicial and Legislative branches utilized their con-

stitutional grant of power to remove the former Governor.  

Governor Pat Quinn was sworn in immediately after the trialôs 

conclusion. 

 

An early victory for IPCSA was the amendment of House 

Bill 327, which would have required lifetime GPS for offenders 

convicted of certain sex offenses.  The revised bill will only 

apply offenders sentenced to the Department of Corrections 

for the term of parole or supervised release.   

Another victory for IPCSA concerned a proposal in Senate 

Bill 1030 to require intermediate sanctions to be approved by 

the Stateôs Attorney before being imposed by a probation de-

partment.  This bill was gutted and replaced by juvenile ex-

pungement.   

 

A partial legislative victory concerned the establishment 

of an Adult Redeploy Illinois program.  It is no longer manda-

tory for probation departments to participate.  The 

funding for this proposal does not exist although the 

Obama Administration is interested in shifting drug 

fighting money into treatment.  However, any siz-

able shift in removing drug cases from the Depart-

ment of Corrections will not be successful unless 

there is an investment in probation officers.  

 

A follow-up bill to the Cindy Bischof Act, House Bill 2660 

passed, removing the mandatory Department of Human Ser-

vices assessment, and curiously, removing the victim from 

talking to probation.  There is also created a Task Force to 

work on implementing the Act and hopefully, something good 

can come out of the task forceôs meetings. 

 

With all of the budget problems facing the State and local 

units of government, pension costs were very high on the 

minds of legislators.  It was not a good climate for the move-

ment of our beloved SLEP legislation.  Much of the discussion 

focused on changing the State systems for all future members 

to receive less benefits, and potentially even switching to a 

ñdefined contributionò plan.  More to come on pension issues 

in the next few years.

Capitol Report  
June 2009

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 The appropriations for State Fiscal Year 2010 is all messed 
up, to say the least.  An outgrowth of the huge budget deficit 
facing the State, the General Assembly proposed and passed a 
doomsday budget, that cut approximately $3.5 billion in Gen-
eral Revenue Fund (GRF) spending.  [The GRF is the main 
fund for the major tax sources and expenditures by most 
state agencies.]   
 
 It is my understanding that the Governor and the four leg-
islative leaders have and will continue to work towards a reso-
lution of the budget situation, hopefully by the July 1 st start of 
the State Fiscal Year.  First of all, the constitutional officers, 
and the non-Executive branches, had their operations re-
quests fully funded, but not distributive items, like probation 
salary reimbursements.  Any funding from non -GRF sources 

was also fully funded.   
 
Federal Stimulus funds had requirements for matching and other mandatory spending, and the State pension obli-

gations were fully funded.  There was about $3.5 billion left to fund $7.0 billion spending.  The General Assembly did not 
want to get into the business of picking winners and losers, so they appropriated the balance to the remaining agencies 
(under the Governor) in lump sums, with no specific instructions for dividing the money between salaries and other 
standard line item, or even between divisions within an agency, at the rate of 50% of their GRF request.  [Article 1 of HB 
2145 contains the new language consolidating all of the line items into ñoperational expensesò.] 

 
The Supreme Courtôs budget did not even contain separate line items for Judgesô Salaries, unlike the equivalent spe-

cific line items in the Comptrollerôs budget for Executive branch Officers and Legislative Salaries.  The Supreme Courtôs 
GRF budget, without line items and without money for probation, is contained in Article 12 of House Bill 2145 (page 15 
of HB 2145 Engrossed).  The Supreme Courtôs non-GRF budget is contained in Articles 4 and 5 of Senate Bill 2206 
(pages 2-3 of HB 2206 Engrossed). 

 
Yesterday morning, we were funded at 50% of the Supreme Courtôs request for probation in Article 3 of Senate Bill 

1197 (page 3 of SB 1197, House Amendment #2), which had passed both Houses.  Then, the Senate President filed a Mo-
tion to Reconsider the Senate Vote to Concur in the House Amendment.  Therefore, while that motion is pending, 
we have no funding that has passed the General Assembly.    

 
In anticipation of a potential tax increase passing, the House introduced a budget bill, House Bill 4581, with all 

agencies fully funded.  That bill would have to be considered by the committees and both chambers.  It wonôt move until 
there is some movement on the revenue side.   [The Supreme Courtôs budget in that bill is Article 15, on pages 16-23 of 
HB 4581 Introduced.]

On April 22, 2009, the SLEP Task Force met at 

the IPCSA Spring Conference.  The meeting was held 

to work on a plan to either get SLEP voted on by the 

legislature or come up with an alternative retirement 

through IMRF that would increase the benefits to pro-

bation officers.  The first step that was decided on by 

those in attendance was to meet with FOP and learn 

about setting up a fraternal lodge that could include 

all probation officers so probation officers would be 

united in the effort to get SLEP passed.  This meeting 

will take place in the beginning of June.  I will post 

the date on the website once it has been established.  

Please call me with any ideas that you have on im-

proving the retirement of probation officers.  

At the beginning of April 2009, a letter from IP-

CSA requesting support of SB1913 and HB 2613 was 

sent to each of the 59 Illinois Senators and 118 Repre-

sentatives.  At press time of this newsletter,  only 2 

responses have been received.  It is important that we 

continue to communicate our request for support and 

to do so recurrently.   The following are excerpts from 

the 2 response letters:

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Faced with a crushing 43 percent budget cut made by 
then-Governor Blagojevich in July 2008, advocates for sub-
stance abuse treatment services across Illinois worked 
throughout the summer and fall to get this critical funding 
restored.  

 
If fully implemented, the cuts would have resulted in the 

denial of services to 42,000 Illinoisans between July 1, 2008 
and June 30, 2009.   

 
Furthermore, given that the criminal justice system is the 

source of 35 percent of referrals to publicly funded substance 
abuse treatment in Illinois, the stateôs funding cuts would 
drastically reduce treatment as a sentencing option for non-
violent offenders with alcohol and drug problems.  

 
Response to the Cuts  
 

Across Illinois, thousands spoke out against the cuts. In-
dividuals in recovery from addiction, treatment providers, 
clients, family members, community leaders, sheriffs, proba-
tion officers, judges, researchers, news editors, and others all 
voiced their objections. 

 
The news of the human and financial toll of the budget 

cuts was spread through informal and formal means, from 
community meetings to legislator visits to press conferences. 
Concerned citizens weighed in via emails, letters, media 
events, and rallies. Media reports circulated of treatment pro-
viders that were forced to close programs and turn away peo-
ple with addictions.  Legislators were presented with an abun-
dance of data on treatment effectiveness and cost savings, and 
they heard the personal stories of individuals and family mem-
bers whose lives and livelihoods had been renewed through 
treatment.  

 
By the end of September, through a series of special legis-

lative sessions, Illinois lawmakers overwhelmingly voted to 
put back the funding that had been cut from substance abuse 
treatment. Two bills ðone a funds transfer bill and the other 
an appropriations bill ðwere signed by the Governor on Octo-
ber 7 and November 20, respectively. With these actions came 
the reinstatement of the full $55 million that had been cut 
from the budget, and the restoration of services to thousands 
of individuals in need.  

 
Current Picture  

 
As of March 2009, though treatment funding is being 

restored for the current fiscal year, it can take months between 
budget approval and restoration of services. Programs have 

been temporarily damaged, and services in some cases have 
been slowed or curtailed. But more than ever, there is a broad 
understanding of the necessity of treatment and recovery ser-
vices to Illinois families, communities, and court systems.  

 
In the justice system alone, the value and cost-

effectiveness of treatment is clear. A typical prison sentence of 
1.5 years for nonviolent, drug-involved offenses costs approxi-
mately $32,400 per person. By contrast, treatment and case 
management for the same time period costs an average of 
$4,425 per person. Supervised, community-based treatment 
for non-violent offenders not only interrupts chronic cycles of 
addiction and criminal behaviors, but also saves taxpayers 
millions of dollars each year.  

 
Recently, Illinoisô State Comptroller announced that the 

state is facing a projected $9 billion budget deficit. Lawmakers 
have introduced dozens of proposals to raise revenue designed 
to help address this deficit ï increases in cigarette taxes, prop-
erty taxes, and gasoline taxes, to name a few. These revenue 
sources will be vital in helping the state to continue to fund the 
necessary and cost-efficient treatment services that are essen-
tial to the health and safety of Illinois citizens, families and 
communities.

 Awards Committee:  Presented by Dave Beery.  He encour-
aged everyone to submit nominations for the upcoming fall 
conference which will be held in Peoria.  This is a good oppor-
tunity to recognize your peers.  Nomination notifications will 
be out in the mail in June and the turn in deadline will be Au-
gust 15, 2009.     

CMO Committee :  Presented by Kim Becker.  Discussion held 
at the CMO meeting consisted of an update from Greg Ander-
son of AOIC.  Greg reported that presently, the budget alloca-
tion for probation is 4% for restoration and 4% for growth.  
There will be a LSI-R data drop study conducted in May and a 
future meeting with be set to review the data.  He announced a 
Leadership CMO Symposium will be held on June 16 - 18, 2009 
in Springfield.  The next coordinating council meeting will be 
June 11 in Bloomington.  Mike Dale reported that a subcommit-
tee of the Coordinating Council has been developed to review 
the mantras created at the regional meeting held last year and 
develop a statewide mission for probation.  A CMO regional 
meeting was held in March at Focus House. Greg Martin will be 

scheduling one in Springfield before the next conference.  A 
legislative report was given by Mike Shaughnessy.   Discussion 
was held on SB 1030 that is on the floor which requires all ad-
ministrative sanctions must be signed off and approved by the 
Stateôs Attorneyôs office.  Rick Einfelt made a motion and Mike 
Buettner seconded the motion to not support this bill.  Motion 
passes.   

Detention/JDAI Committee :  Presented by Sue Korpai.  She 
recognized her committee coo-chair Connie Kaiser.  Sue 
thanked Adams County Detention Facility for their hospitality 
in hosting the detention committee meeting.  Discussed devel-
oping strategies on how they will handle the 17 year olds when 
the age of delinquency changes.  Sue reported that Peg Robert-
son and Dan OôNeil are assisting the superintendents in devel-
oping AOIC Detention Standards.  Lastly, a committee has 
been formed by Kurt Freindhauer of DJJ and detention super-
intendents are being asked to be involved in working with the 
committee in creating DJJ standards.  Superintendents are 
pleased to be a part of this process.  The committee will be 
working off the last draft that was created but has not officially 
received approval.   

Domestic Violence Committee :  Presented by Boyd Presley.  
He acknowledged Linda Hart, the committee co-chair on her 
imminent retirement.  Chris English will assume the co -chair 
position.

The 
committee discussed pending legislation:  HB 2393 ï Requires 
GPS for natural life furnished by local law enforcement.  It is 
pending in rules committee.  HB 1314:  Prohibits access to so-
cial networking website.  HB 0590 & 0463:  Denies access to a 
computer/internet during probation period if crimes involved a 
computer.  They also discussed HB 4169:  Sex Offender Evalua-
tions required only in cases considered for probation sentence, 
not mandatory prison sentence.  The committee disagrees and 
has expressed their opinion to the ISOMB.  Prison sentence 
should also require an offense specific evaluation.  At this con-
ference they provided training on trauma which was well at-
tended.  They are finalizing the statewide survey that has been 
conducted.  Future training topics include mentally ill/low 
functioning ï ñHow do you treatò and a panel discussion with 
probation officers who supervise sex offenders.  The committee 
is planning a regional meeting in the north, central, and south 
before the end of the year.  The meetings will focus on issues 
regions experience in treatment/supervision of sex offenders.   

Substance Abuse Committee :  Presented by Tracy Burke-
Carriere.  She thanked everyone who participated in their fund-
raiser of Cruel and Unusual Punishment.  They were able to 
raise $381.00.  Tracy presented Barb Hicks from Madonna 
House which is a homeless shelter for pregnant women with 
children a $300.00 check from some of the proceeds of the 
fundraiser.  The substance abuse committee has approximately 
40 members coming to their meetings.  The committee pro-
vided a workshop on Introduction to Drug Courts and hopes to 
invite drug court teams to speak about their experiences in the 

Fall.  The next meeting will be June 19th.  Tracy then drew the 
names of the winners for the Red ribbon fundraiser and passed 
out the prizes.   

 Technology Committee :  Presented by Robert Zastany.  The 
committee is small and they are looking for more members to 
join.  They are managing the association website and asked for 
any pictures from conferences to be emailed to Rob so they can 
put them on the website and help the website grow.  He is al-
ways looking for suggestions from members on how to enhance 
the website.  The committee has also developed a subcommit-
tee to begin looking into GPS technology and developing work-
shops for future conferences.  They co-sponsored the workshop 
on the Bischof law at this conference.   

Victims Concern Committee :  Presented by Dan Smith.  
Their committee also co-sponsored the workshop on the 
Bischof law.  They have identified topics for workshops for the 
Fall Conference and will be working to develop those.  The 
committee continues to work on updating the resource guide 
and have sent a letter out to the CMOôs on the survey that was 
conducted.  Dan reported that Victim Rights week is next week 
and several things have been planned.  There will be victimôs 
training in detention and the Attorney General will be conduct-
ing training on the victim compensation fund.  

IPCSA Fitness Club  - Lastly, Tracy Burke-Carriere, reported 
that a IPCSA Fitness Club has been started to promote good 
health.  They will be working out at each conference and are 
there to support everyone on improving their health.   

SLEP Task Force  - Presented by Tom Gregory.  Tom re-
ported that the task force met in February for their first meet-
ing.  This was used as a brainstorming session to lay the 
groundwork and build a strategy on how to pursue SLEP for 
probation.  Postcards were distributed this conference and will 
continued to be available at future conferences to send to legis-
lators.  The Executive Board has also sent a letter supporting 
SLEP for probation officers to all legislators.  The task force will 
also be meeting with the unions and setting up a meeting with 
Jerry Lee from FOP.
