1. Approved Minutes from 8/3/2007 Committee meeting in Collinsville, IL. 

2. Revisited the Committee’s Mission and Goals Statement. No changes made.

A possible suggestion was a panel of people from different aspects of the Pretrial Program to explain the goals and objectives. Mark and Maricela also suggested including a Jugde in the panel that used to be a Pretrial Officer. Overall, the committee members should email training ideas for the next conference pertaining to Pretrial Services, who would be the targeted audience, and what components are needed to put on the training. If training is not possible for the Spring Conference (Springfield), the committee’s next goal would be Fall conference’08 (Dupage County).
