This has certainly been a tumultuous year for both IPCSA and lllinois government. While it seems so long
ago, the historic impeachment of Rod Blagojevich was practically the end of good news for lllinois government
last year. His early budgets wreaked havoc on State probation reimbursements. His legacy of budget gim-
mickry left a huge shortfall in operating funds for this fiscal year, and will continue to do so for the next fiscal

- year.

We did start off the 2009 Legislative Session with the historic impeachment of former Governor Blagojevich. With Chief Jus-
tice Thomas Fitzgerald presiding over the Senate trial, the Judicial and Legislative branches utilized their constitutional g rant of
power to remove the former Governor. Governor Pat Quinn was sworn in in

Unfortunately, the General Assembly didnét I|isten to him and inwtead
our reimbursement 50%. The General Assembly also left the Governor a lot of hard decisions on cuts, providing only $200 mill ion
to cover $1.7 billion in cuts. That is when both Chief Justice Fitzgerald and IPCSA sprang into action, targeting that $200 mil lion.

We started a |l etter writing campaign to the Governor. El ected offic
advantage of a local visit by Governor Quinn to arrange a meeting for IPCSA with his top staff, while the Chief Justice and h is staff
met with the Governorés Chief of Staff. While the General Asseonshldyy 6s or
offs throughout the State, the Governor restored $17 million to help avert the very serious situation.

State revenue is still in a very precarious situation. Vendors are waiting at least six months to be paid. Higher education will
be lucky to receive one  -quarter of their promised funding within the current fiscal year. The last revenue estimate | heard was that
there was only $22 billion of revenue estimated for State Fiscal Year 2011, with the current spending level at $29 billion. The up-

coming spring budget session will again be very difficult.

For the spring session, IPCSA will try to clean up the current probation fee situation, making it easier to collect higher
amount s. Sadly, this wildl not be sufficient to address our Stateets ei mbl
address the transfer of 17  -year old misdemeanants to Juvenile Court, we certainly want all departments to track their costs - all
their costs - so we can point them out to the General Assembly.

Sex Offender Committee

The Sex Offender Committee last met at the 2009 Fall Conference in Peoria. Legislative issues addressing sex offender issues
were first on the agenda and are as follows.*

PA 096 -0262 (HB1314) Provides that it is a Class 4 felony for a person required to register as a sex offender under the Sex

Offender Registration Act to access or use a social networking website during the period for which the sex offender is requir ed
to register under that Act. Amends the Unified Code of Corrections. Requires as a condition of parole, mandatory supervised
release, probation, conditional discharge, or supervision that a sex offender refrain from accessing or using a social networ kin g

website. Effective 01/01/10

PA 096 -0362 (HB0550 ) Amends the Unified Code of Corrections. Provides that as a condition of mandatory supervised re-
lease, probation, or supervision, a sex offender shall refrain from knowingly using any computer scrub software on any com-
puter that the sex offender uses. Effective 01/01/10

PA 096 -0322 (HB4169) Provides that when a penalty is being considered for a felony sex offense or any felony offense that is
sexually motivated as defined in the Sex Offender Management Board Act, a sex offender evaluation will be required only in
cases where the sex offender is being considered for probation without a mandatory prison sentence . Effective 01/01/10

PA 096 -0118 (SB62) Amends the Criminal Code of 1961. Provides that it is a Class 4 felony for a child sex offender to know-

ingly operate, whether authorized to do so or not, any vehicle or specific type of vehicle, including, but not limited to, an ice
cream truck or authorized emergency vehicle, for the purpose of attracting or enticing a person under 18 years of age to be i n
the presence of the offender. Provides that it is a defense that the offender was the parent of the person under 18 years of age

in the offender's presence. Effective immediately.

It is suggested that prior to taking action against an offender b ased upon this re-
port that the statute be reviewed in its entirety. Confirmation of any of the abo

The committee continues to move forward on a list serve through yahoo groups. Once this list serve is in place, everyone cur-
rently on the SOC will getan e -mail requesting him or her to sign up. The committee plans to meet in January and discuss the
Adam Walsh Act and its implementation in lllinois. Our committee also still intends to hold regional meetings to discuss stan-
dards around the state in the monitoring sex offenders.
